
Early Kernmühle History Book Excerpt 
 

Excerpt from the book of Robn, Adolf, Heimatbuch von Rostal und Umgebung, Nürnberg:  F. Bollmann, 1928, 

Pages 6 & 7.  The following comes from the section in the book on the history of the neighboring villages of 

Roßtal. (Translation uses the original in spelling of names.) 

 

English Translation 
 

1 ½  Kilometers north of Stöckach along the Bibert lies the Kernmühle. The book (Salbuch*) of the 

administrative office Cadolzburg (1464), page 153 contains the oldest mentioning of this mill. There one can 

read: “Fricz Mulnerin owns the Gißübelsmul, which is now called the Kernmul.” The baptism records of Roßtal 

of the year 1594 contain under number 459 the note: “Hans Kern miller in the Kernmülle.” The Kernmühle has 

therefore most probably its current name from the former owner Kern. Already at that time the miller at the 

Bibert had the right to fish. In the aforementioned book (Salbuch), one finds the following entry: “Fricz 

Mulnerin has also a place at the waters of the Pibert, for which he should pay weekly, according to the content 

of both books of the land one Schilling and one Haller of the short value, fish to the lord of the manor; and gives 

each for 1 Schilling 7 ½ pfennig currency for these times.  

 

The insecurity of the whole region during the Thirty Year War is highlighted by the following note in the death 

records of Roßtal of the year 1635: “Hans Kern, miller from the Kernmühle, was shot on Monday 11
th
 May by a 

knight/horse rider at the mill. Afterwards he was brought to Roßtall and died there on May 12
th
.  Respectfully 

buried for final peace on May 13
th
 with a sermon.  

 

In 1846 the Kernmühle had a distillery. 

  

* The Salbuch is a book with lists of ownership rights of the lord of the manor and duties of his subjects. It also 

includes a record of taxes owed and paid by the subjects.
